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Some seaweeds look like brains (cerebriform): Colpomenia sinuosa, Fig. 40A; 
Dictyosphaeria cavernosa (young specimens, Fig. 40B), Hydroclathrus clathratus 
(which is profusely perforated). Others again are composed by large, inflated cells 
(Boergesenia forbesii, Fig. 68; Valonia spp., Fig. 40C) or are crustose (like crusts) 
(Ralfsia, Fig. 40D; crustose reds, Figs 40E-G).
