 Very small to medium size 

 Body globular, ovoid, eyes small 

 Maxillary teeth absent 

 Pupil circular (Fig. 42C) 

 Snout very long, acuminate (Fig. 40), protruding well beyond the 
lower jaw 

 Skin on dorsum and venter smooth (Fig. 44A) 

 Digits unwebbed 

 Finger I < II when fingers adpressed 

 First toe reduced 

 Finger discs unexpanded (Fig. 51A) 

 Tympanum present, distinct or indistinct (Fig. 43A-B) 
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
